In 1984 Ed founded Pyramid Fitness Industries.  Ed and his partner developed a full line 
of Selectorized machines, free weights and plate loaded equipment and marketed it 
worldwide. In 1993 Ed and his partner sold Pyramid to Trotter, who was a leading 
manufacturer in Treadmills. Trotter was the first major manufacturer to begin 
consolidating product lines to offer customers a full line of world class products.

In 2000, the Chairman of the Board for CYBEX, John Aglialoro, took over as President 
and CEO of CYBEX and Ed was promoted to Vice President of Direct Sales for North 
America. In 2002, Ed took the reins as Vice President for all of North America Sales, 
which includes, dealer sales, direct sales, as well as, national account sales. Ed’s 
current title is Sr. Vice President of North America Sales including Canada and Mexico.  
Ed’s mission is to work with CYBEX’s engineering department to continue to develop 
world class products, promote Cybex Capital Corp. to offer customers an alternative 
funding source and to develop a world class sales team and distribution network.
